Dr. Eknath Naik MD, PhD, MSPH, is the Emergency Department staff physician at James A.
Haley VA Hospital, Tampa. He is the Founder and Director of the USF-India Center for HIV/
AIDS Research and Training (CHART-India), and is an Associate Professor in the Department
of Global Health at USF.

He developed the concept for establishing joint education and training centers between USF
and various local organizations in India. Under this program, indian physicians are sponsored
to USF’s campus in Tampa for training in the latest methods of HIV diagnosis, management
and prevention, and to learn treatment best practices.
